This bulletin replaces Office of School Operations Bulletin No. N-50 (Rev.), "Emergency Radio
Procedures," dated August 15, 1994.

I. PURPOSE

The following directive will apply to non-police personnel who request assistance for
emergency conditions on the School Police Department's primary frequency.

II.LPROCEDURE

An emergency condition may be requested by any base station or mobile unit. This is
done by transmitting the following message:

"This is (School Site). I have emergency traffic."

Upon hearing this message, the Police Dispatcher will assume control of the radio channel
and will broadcast one "Alert Tone," and the following message:

"All units: "10-33" emergency traffic only."
The Police Dispatcher will then provide whatever service or assistance is required.
All other base stations, mobile units, hand-held radios, etc., will not transmit unless they

are involved in the emergency or a message is directed to them by the Police Dispatcher,
until the emergency operation is concluded.
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These procedures will remain in effect until the Police Dispatcher cancels the emergency
condition by transmitting one "Alert Tone," and the following message:
"All units: "10-33" emergency traffic is canceled, channel is clear."

Following the emergency and after the channel has been cleared, non-police personnel
are reminded to return to their school based frequency for routine radio traffic.
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
