Dear Parent(s) or Guardian(s),

This year marks the 75th Anniversary of the Field Act, a special building code for all public schools in California.  

In 1933, the California Legislature enacted the Field Act (named after Don Field, a member of the California State Assembly), after a 6.3 magnitude earthquake struck the City of Long Beach and its surrounding community. The earthquake destroyed over 200 wooden and brick school buildings. The Field Act mandates that all California K-12 public schools use earthquake-resistant design and construction.

As a result, no public school building constructed under the Field Act has either partially or completely collapsed during an earthquake. More importantly, no students have died or been injured in a school building during an earthquake since the Field Act was implemented. Schools built under the Field Act are safer than the buildings built in the community that follow local building codes.

Students are better protected from the dangers of earthquakes when they are at school because schools are built to Field Act standards; schools have emergency supplies; schools have fire alarm and sprinkler systems; schools are inspected regularly; and  schools have a Safe School Plan for emergencies.
